
ORDINANCE NO

AN ORDINANCE amending Ordinance No. 1, re-establishing the
membership of the City Planning Commission, its duties and
authority.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF lRLL1PIUE DO ORDAIN AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Ordinance No. 1 of the City of Bellevue,
passed by the City Council on the 7th day of April, 1953, be
and hereby is amended by repealing Sections 1 and 2 thereof'nd

re-enacting said sections to provide as follows:

"Section 1. Pursuant to the authority conferred by
Chapter 44 of the Session Laws of 1935 of the State of Wash-
ington, there hereby is created a City Planning Commission
consisting of ten members, of whom 9 shall be appointed by
the council. The term of office of such 9 voting members
shall be six years, provided, however, that of the initial
9 appointed, the terms oz two shall expire on the 2nd day
of'anuary, 1954, the terms of'wo others shall expire on the
2nd day of January, 1955, and the terms of each of the five
remaining members shall expire in rotation on the 2nd day of
January of the succeeding years 1956 through 196O. The terms
of the first 9 voting members shall be fixed and designated
by the Mayor at the time of'uch appointment . The remaining
position on said Planning Commission shall be filled by City
Councilmen who shall serve in rotation as ex-of'f'icio members
for a period of four months each in the order to be set by
the Mayor in such manner as shall grant to each councilman
a substantially equal onportunity to serve thereon. Such ex-officio
memb r mav ioin in the Cozrriission's deliberation and debate, butn'3 *

'"'cancies occurring otherwise than through the expiration
of terms shall be filled for the unexpired terms. Members
may be removed, after public hearing, by the Mayor, with the
approval of the City Council, for inefficiency, neglect of
duty or malfeasance in of'fice . The members shall be selected
without respect to political affiliations and they shall
serve without compensation,"

"Section 2. The Planning Commission shall have all of
the powers and perform each and all of the duties specified
by said Chapter 44 of the 1935 Session Laws of the State of
Washington, together with such other duties and powers which
heretofore or hereafter may be conferred upon them by ordinances
of this city, the performance of such duties and the exercise
oz such authority to be subject to each and all of the limi-
t;ations expressed in such legislative enactment or enactments."

Section 2. This ordinance shall take effect and be ln
force five days afterits passage, approval and legal publication.
